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Abstract:

The building with its components such as Heating Ventilation Air Conditioning
(HVAC) and lighting constitute a bigger part of energy consumption in Southern
Africa. Control system in a building reduced the energy consumption, according to
different factor such as luminosity or daylight and occupancy reduced the operating
time of HVAC and the lamp thus diminished the electricity consumption.
